ln Europe, dragons existed in folk civilizations relating to

the Balkans and the Western Asian mythological creatures.
These are reptiles with wings and four legs.

ln the Southern part of Europe, a Greek dragon was first
mentioned in the lliad, where the character named Agamemnon
had a belt with a blue dragon and a dragon emblem with 3
heads.

ln the Eastern part of Europe, the word zmey is pertaining
to a dragon in Slavic mythology, which also means snake. ln
Russia and Ukraine, they have a fire-dragon with 3 heads and
named Zmey Gorynych.
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
